Summary of Changes 
Initial issue   
 
 

Introduction 
The knuckles on Streak 3 & Cruze Wing control frames have exhibited stress corrosion cracking.  This service 
bulletin details an inspection program to ensure safe use. 
A later issue of this service bulletin will detail the measures required to affect a long-term solution.  
 

Skills 
Where allowable by the applicable National Airworthiness Authority according to the category of registration, 
the owner / maintainer can incorporate this service bulletin with care.

Action 
Inspection is detailed in two parts, a detailed inspection with removal of the parts and a more frequent external 
visual pre flight inspection. 
 
Inspection Schedule 
 
Inspection Type Schedule 
Detailed inspection by disassembly First instance:                        Before further flight 

Subsequent inspections:       Every 2 calendar months 
External visual inspection Daily                                      Inspection prior to flight. 
Note that once started, stress corrosion cracking progresses as a function of calendar hours. 
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Documentation 
The compliance notice at the rear of this document should be filled out entered in the rear of the applicable 
maintenance manual.

Performing an Inspection 

DISASSEMBLY PROCEDURE 
1. With the wing on the trike the bottom knuckles may be removed 
2. Remove locking screw using a 3mm Allen key. 
3. Remove the main bolt that holds the side wires, shackle and knuckle. Using a 4mm Allen 

key. 
4. Remove the screw that holds the knuckle to the down tube using a 4mm allen key. Remove 

the knuckle completely. 
5. Remove the wires from the knuckle 
6. Inspect the knuckle for cracking and signs of corrosion. 

 
 

 
 
 
 

1. Remove Locking Screw 
Using a 3mm Allen Key 

2. Remove Second Hex Head Screw Using a 
4mm Allen Key. 
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1. Remove the screw that holds the knuckle to 
the down tube using a 4mm allen key. 
Remove the knuckle completely. 

1. Remove the wires from the 
knuckle 
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RE-ASSEMBLE 
1. If the knuckle is in good order re insert the wires into the knuckle, making sure they are fully 

seated in their slots. 
2. Screw the knuckle back down onto the down tube using a 4mm Allen key and some blue 

loctite 243. Screw the knuckle down so the knuckle is neat and even on the down tube.  
3. Make sure the side wires aren’t twisted or tangled, insert the shackle into the base bar 

knuckle. Insure the nylon washers are in between the knuckle and the shackle. NO LOCTITE 
GOES ON THIS BOLT.  The bolt should be installed so that it is seated finger tight, it is not 
to be over tightened. The hinged parts should be able to move with little friction. 

4. Using blue loctite 243 reinsert the locking screw. 

Repeat these procedures for other side.
